Discovery Auction Seller FAQ

Commission Rates:

Discovery Auction commission rates are based on how much each individual
item sells for. Items that sell for $100.00 and up carry a 10% commission.
Items that sell for $99.99 and under carry a 20% commission. Items that
must be picked up and set up by the auction gallery are subject to a higher
commission rate. Call for details. No reserves are accepted for Discovery
auctions.

Settlement:

All Payments are in the form of a check. We do not pay cash. Consignors are
paid on the same day as the auction. However, checks are issued only after
the auction is complete and all bidders have checked out. You may choose to
pick up your check on auction day (afternoon) or have us mail it o you.

To Reserve a Table

You may call at anytime before the auction to reserve an available table(s).
Tables are reserved on a first come, first served basis until we run out of
tables/room.

Drop Off & Set Up of Items:

Discovery auction items can be delivered to the gallery during drop off
hours during the week prior to the auction only after a table has been
reserved. Drop Off/Set Up hours are Tuesday & Thursday 5pm-7pm and
Saturday 11am-Noon. You can set up your 6’ table(s) any way you like with as
many items as you can comfortably fit. Large items can be placed on the
floor at the end of your table. Furniture can be placed against the gallery
walls and artwork can be hung on the walls until there is no more space
available. Furniture and artwork wall space is strictly first come, first
served.

Order of Sale by Table

All tables will be numbered prior to the auction. During the auction, numbers
will be randomly pulled by lottery to determine which table is sold first,
second, third etfc. This is done to make the order of the sale fair for all
consignors. Everyone has an equal chance of having their items sold first or
last.
